This analogy applies to anyone using a computer that is logged in as an Admin user and browses 
the Internet, there are nasty people out there who write programs to infect computers and they 
make a living out of it! 
If your computer boots straight into Windows without asking for a username / password then you 
are running as an Administrator, and an administrator of your PC is best described as a “God User” 
it has full control and full permissions to do anything! 
 

Very Good Practice (applies to all operating systems including Mac OSX and Linux) 

¶ Create multiple users EG. ADMIN1 and ADMIN2 as administrators. Login to both and set a 
strong password. 

¶ All normal day to day users should be configured as “Standard Users”. (NOT 
ADMINISTRATORS) This will protect the PC when browsing the internet as 90% of all Trojan 
infections are contracted this way. You can change users in Control Panel. 

¶ Give the normal users a password 

¶ Ensure Microsoft update is enabled so the PC operating system is up to date. 

¶ Ensure the latest version of Adobe reader and Adobe flash are installed. 
 

Any new programs that need to be installed must then be done by one of the ADMIN users. It takes 
a conscious effort to login as ADMIN and install a new program, standard users cannot install 
programs and cannot write to protected areas of the PC. 
 

Get a good Antivirus program. This applies to XP / Vista / Win7 

¶Only have one antivirus program installed at any one time, having two will cause problems. 

¶Free antivirus for home users is available from http://www.avira.com 

¶ Download it. 

¶ Before installing it remove and uninstall any other antivirus product, such as Norton, AVG, 
McAfee etc. and reboot. 

¶ Login as an administrator and run the AVIRA install file downloaded previously. 

¶ Once installed run a full AV scan.
